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The purpose of the Youth Ministry Team is to engage,
disciple and empower Junior High and Senior High youth in
faith, servanthood, and leadership as we follow Christ in
mission.

The Youth Ministry Team (YMT) will be a “journey
inward/journey outward” team. The inward journey will
involve bible study, prayer and personal/team spiritual
growth. The outward journey will be leading the
implementation of the purpose outlined above through the
following ministry groups:

Youth Hospitality - Purpose: To create an
environment and engage youth in experiences where they
are “Welcomed and will welcome others into a safe,
personal, and comfortable place, a place of respect and
acceptance and friendship.” (page 13, Making Room by
Christine Pohl — italics added)

Youth Fund-raising -Purpose: To provide financial
support through various fund-raising events to enable
ministry and mission for, by and with our youth.

Youth Mission group: Leader: John Kosten

To nurture servant hearts through local and global
mission experiences that impact the Kingdom and foster
relationships within our groups and connect our youth to
communities around the globe.

Youth Discipleship group: Leader: Robin Hollebeek

To develop both head and heart knowledge of our
triune God and to be able to demonstrate that knowledge
through what the youth do, say, and pray.
